3) Are the programme makers sensitive to the feelings of the families in the programme?  Explain your answer


4) Do you think the programme would have any effect 

on the people that watch it? If so, how?
5) Like the pictures above, do you think the programme 

reflects ‘disability’ in a positive way?
