Where is most litter dropped?

Litter was collected from the three areas below on Friday 3rd December. The contents of bin liners were then weighed using a newton meter. The weights were then compared to identify the worst areas of the school for litter.

1. Upper school area (playground and infront of G block)

16 newtons

2. Lower school area (playground and infront of B block)

21 newtons

3. Year 7 area (playground and surrounding area)


22 newtons

We also observed that the worst places for litter were…

Around the bins / In drains / Along fences and hedgerow
