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You are a 34 year old mother of two living in a village on the coast of Sri Lanka. Your husband earned a living as a fisherman and you worked as a cleaner at a local hotel. You managed to escape the hotel when the tsunami hit but have some nasty cuts on your legs. You have found only one of your children since the disaster. You have not seen your youngest child or your husband since the wave struck. You are also trying to care for your elderly mother. Your father died trying to rescue others.
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You are 12 years old and are trying your best to look after your little sister after the tsunami killed both your parents. Your parents carried you and lifted you into trees beyond the shore line while they were pulled away by the waters’ strong currents. Other people later rescued you from the trees and have been very kind. You are worried, however, that as food and water becomes even more scarce you will struggle to provide enough food, water and shelter to survive. 





You are an RAF winchman who has been sent to Indonesia to help get relief to remote villages devastated by floods. You are working round the clock to get aid to the people that need it most. Aid is coming very quickly now but it is impossible to move it all quickly enough by air as there still aren’t enough helicopters. You know however, that roads will still not be clear for days. You have never seen sights like this before.  The horror has meant you haven’t eaten for days. As a qualified first aider you have volunteered to support the Red Cross in giving medication. You are worried about seeing the devastation up close.





Ask 3 volunteers, in turn, to take the hot seat at the front of class playing one of the 3 roles below. The rest of the class take it in turns to ask questions of the character.
