Half are under 21
This is when people are most susceptible to peer pressure. Many people at this age think the police are powerless to punish them.
Harsher punishments. Punishments for parents of offenders. Curfews. Special educational centres.

Nearly three quarters start offending between 13 and 15



Nearly two thirds are hard drug users.



Three quarters have no work or little or no legal income



More than in third were in care as children



Half have no qualifications



Nearly half  have been excluded from school
