Of the 100,000 most persistent offenders:

· Half are under 21 
· Nearly three-quarters start offending between the ages of 13 & 15 
· Nearly two-thirds are hard drug users 
· More than one-third were in care as children 
· Half have no qualifications 
· Nearly half have been excluded from school 
· Three-quarters have no work or little or no legal income

Government crime reduction targets 

Many public services have set targets relating to crime reduction. Some are Government targets; some are set by services locally. Either way, it’s worth knowing what the targets are. That way you can ask how well your services are meeting these. Funding bids are likely to be strengthened by showing how these will help meet the set targets.

Burglary
· Reduce domestic burglary by 25% between 1998/99 and 2004/05 
· Ensure that, by March 2005, no local authority area has a domestic burglary rate more than three times the national average.
Vehicle crime
· Reduce vehicle crime (thefts of and from vehicles) by 30% between 1998/99 and 2003/04. 
Robbery
· Reduce robbery in our principal cities by 14% by 2005.
Fear of crime
· Ensure that, by March 2002, levels of worry about burglary, car crime and violence are lower than they were in 1998.
Crime detection
· Increase the number and proportion of recorded crimes for which an offender is brought to justice.
Health
· Reduce the difference between the proportion of looked after children who have been cautioned or convicted and the proportion of children in the general population
Active communities
· Make substantial progress by 2004 towards achieving one million more people actively involved in their communities.
