Starter activity

Students sit in a circle and get into pairs. They are given one minute to brainstorm all the ways in which we can judge a person’s ‘class’. They are then asked to feedback one pair at a time with the instruction that they cannot repeat a suggestion that has already been given. These are written on the board as they are given.

If ‘job’ or ‘occupation’ has been stated it is circled (or added by the teacher) and the class are informed that this is the sole basis for measuring class using the Registrar General’s classification (which is used by the government).

OHT of Registrar General’s classification is projected onto the board and explained to the students. 

Each student is given a dice.

Each student throws a dice. Their score relates to a specific social class (see OHT for corresponding class). Eg 4 = class 3b.

Students are requested to invent an imaginary name for their character (whose class is determined by the prior role of the die) along with their occupation.

Teacher explains the game ‘Social Class Autobiography’ and students move around the room freely (following each role of the die) completing each card to gain statistics relevant to their created individual. (20 mins)

Eg. Road sweeper from social class 5 discovers that they are one of only 4% in that class that owns their own house. (Social Trends data)

Students return to the circle and feedback one interesting / surprising fact each.

Plenary:   1) Students have 1 minute to ‘scribble’ down as many facts as they can remember from the lesson. 2) All students stand up simultaneously and say out loud all the facts that they have written down. (ie. Written and oral re-cap). 

Homework: 
Ian – timeline of their created individuals life including statistics relating to infancy, childhood, adolescence, adulthood and old age.


Lesley – students write the obituary of their imaginary person including statistics relating to infancy, childhood, adolescence, adulthood and old age.
